Ontology_ Whole_Evolution is a metaclass that indicates what a Registered_Ontology_Whole evolves to what a Registered_Ontology_Whole and is possibly composed of Ontology_Component_Evolution. Ontology_ Component_Evolution is a metaclass that indicates what a Registered_Ontology_Component evolves to what a Registered_Ontology_Component and is possibly composed of Ontology_Atomic_Construct_Evolution. Ontology_Atomic_Construct_Evolution is a metaclass that indicates what a Registered_ Ontology_Atomic_Construct evolves towhat a Registered_Ontology_Atomic_Construct. Evolution information on Unregistered_Ontology_Whole and Unregistered_Ontology_Atomic_Construct is out of scope since they are not registered.
