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Changes included in the 2001-04-06 version

The following changes were agreed to by the group in the closing plenary.

1. Change all attributes named "administered item" to "administration record".

2. Change the attribute "identifier" in Administration Record to "item identifier".

3. Use consistent type faces in the diagrams.

4. In Figure 7, allow multiple occurrences of the attribute "data element example item" within Data Element Example.

5. Rename the class "Language" to "Language Identification", and change all references accordingly.

6. Add an attribute "context description language [0:1]" to Context.

Changes agreed at the editing meeting but omitted from 2001-04-06 version

The following changes were agreed to during the editing meeting, but were omitted from the version of this document that was reviewed in the closing plenary.

7. Change “person_name” to “contact_name” in Contact.

8. Add “definition_source_reference” to Definition as an optional attribute.
[Note:  This needs more elaboration:
a) Datatype: We already have a Reference Document class.  Can we use this for the datatype of this attribute? Or should we replace the attribute by a relationship to the Reference Document, as is done from Administration Record and Organization.
b) Cardinality: Should we allow one or many?  If we allow only exact quotes, perhaps only one makes sense. But it might be useful to allow references to documents that have influenced the definition, but which are not identical. We would then need a “reference type”. The Reference Document class already has a “reference_document_type_description” which might serve this role.]
 

Suggested additional changes not discussed at the editing meeting 

Upon review, I believe the following additional changes are advisable.  

9. Remove the reference to 11404 associated with Datatype in the Conceptual & Value Domain region.  Because we have now added a “datatype_scheme”, the datatype no longer necessarily comes from 11404.

10. Do not show the attributes on Conceptual Domain in the Data Element Concept Region.  (These are shown and described in the Conceptual & value Domain region.
