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1. Change the references to the standards to use the latest agreed names in the Foreword, clause 2 and anywhere else they occur.
2. The reference in clause 2 should be to ISO/IEC 11179, rather than ISO 11179.

3. The use of “object class term” and “property term” in the naming of Conceptual Domains and Value Domains is potentially problematic.  This needs review.
4. The use of the term “data value domain” should be changed to “value domain”, which is the term now used in 11179-3.
5. Terms and definitions should be added in clause 3 for those terms used from other parts of 11179.
6. In clause 4, Figure 1 showing the Naming and Identification region of the metamodel needs to be revised to use the latest version from 11179-3 as revised at the Victoria committee.  The corresponding description in clause 4.2 will need equivalent revision.
7. The lexical rules in Annex A.7 regarding the use of dots and spaces in XML names needs review.
8. The various lists throughout the document should have their entries properly aligned.
