The essence of describing a "naming convention" is:

        - rules and guidelines for identifying the naming convention (itself)

        - rules and guidelines for constructing designators

        - rules and guidelines for spelling desinators

        - rules and guidelines for specifying, assessing, and assuring 

uniqueness

        - rules and guidelines for describing the boundaries (visibility) of 

the naming convention

You can replace "rules and guidelines" with "provisions", or replace "rules and 

guidelines" with "instructions, requirements, and recommendations".

Excerpt from ISO/IEC Guide 2 -- Clause 7

7 Content of normative documents

7.1 provision

expression in the content of a normative document, that takes the form of a 

statement, an instruction, a recommendation or a requirement

NOTE -- These types of provision are distinguished by the form of wording they 

employ; e.g. instructions are expressed in the imperative mood, recommendations 

by the use of the auxiliary "should" and requirements by the use of the 

auxiliary "shall".

7.2 statement

provision that conveys information

7.3 instruction

provision that conveys an action to be performed

7.4 recommendation

provision that conveys advice or guidance

7.5 requirement

provision that conveys criteria to be fulfilled

7.5.1 exclusive requirement, mandatory requirement (deprecated)

requirement of a normative document that must necessarily be fulfilled in order 

to comply with that document

NOTE -- The term "mandatory requirement" should be used to mean only a 

requirement made compulsory by law or regulation.

7.5.2 optional requirement

requirement of a normative document that must be fulfilled in order to comply 

with a particular option permitted by that document

NOTE -- An optional requirement may be either

a) one of two or more alternative requirements; or

b) an additional requirement that must be fulfilled only if applicable and that 

may otherwise be disregarded.

7.6 deemed-to-satisfy provision

provision that indicates one or more means of compliance with a requirement of 

a normative document

7.7 descriptive provision

provision for fitness for purpose that concerns the characteristics of a 

product, process or service

NOTE -- A descriptive provision usually conveys design, constructional details, 

etc. with dimensions and material composition.

7.8 performance provision

provision for fitness for purpose that concerns the behaviour of a product, 

process or service in or related to use
