In reviewing Part 5 some issues arose. Here is a proposal to resolve those issues.

Proposal for Part 5:
1. Rename clause 6.2 from “Structured names” to “Naming conventions”
Rationale: Before describing a specific naming convention for structured names, it is important to specify what a naming convention is, in general. This section of the standard should describe how to specify a naming convention and should not require any specific naming convention. This section of the standard should also show which Part 3 attributes to use in documenting a naming convention.
2. Rewrite the initial paragraph of 6.2. Indicate that a naming convention is to be specified in a document that is associated with a context (context for administered item) in Part 3. Suggested text to replace Clause 6.2 paragraph 1:
Each name for an administered item is specified within a context. One or more naming convention(s) may be specified for each context. 

A naming convention describes what is known about how names are formulated and assigned to administered items in a specific context. A naming convention may be simply descriptive e.g., where the Registration Authority has no control over the formulation of names for a specific context and merely registers names that already exist. Alternatively, a naming convention may be prescriptive, specifying how names may be established within a particular context, with the Registration Authority expected to enforce compliance with the naming convention.  The objectives of a prescriptive naming convention may include name consistency, name appearance (look and feel), and name semantics (by which users can infer facts about the definition of the administered items).  An effective naming convention can also enforce the exclusion of irrelevant facts about the administered item from the name, such as the input source of a data element or its field position in a file.

A naming convention is specified in a reference document that is associated with the context (for an administered item). 
2. Add a clause identifying the Part 3 attributes for documenting a naming convention:

6.x One or more naming convention(s) may be specified for each context (for an administered item). It should be recorded as a “reference document” associated with the administered item that is the context. 

3. Put the second paragraph (and list) of the current Clause 6.2 into separate new subclause:

6.x A naming convention should cover the following:
[Draw together the items in Clause 6.2 (items a - f) and the “attributes” identified in Clause 8. Specify them as items to be addressed in a naming convention document. Give adequate descriptions for each item. Some of the descriptive information can be found in Clause 7. Note: the list will include Scope, Semantics, Syntax, etc. A naming convention may simply state that nothing is known about the item (e.g., semantics, in the case that the names are assigned by external organizations.)]
For example, 6.2. lists “The scope of the naming convention …” and Clause 8 lists an attribute “scope -- the scope of the naming convention”. Thus, list “Scope of the naming convention” as one of the items to be described in a naming convention and give a description of what “scope” means.]
Include separators in the description of syntax, not semantics. 
Example: Syntax is an item to describe in a naming convention. A naming convention should describe any known rules, guidelines or principles for the Syntax of names that are recorded under this naming convention. This section of a naming convention describes what is known, if anything, about the order of terms and the use of separators. Separators include blanks, underscores, UpperCamelCase, etc.).
4. Move Clause 7 to an informative annex.

Rationale: Clause 7 is a specific naming convention for structured names. There are other ways to construct naming conventions for structured names. This should be informative.
5. Move Clause 6.1 to a tutorial (or to an informative annex if it can be comprehensive enough to address the issues, while short enough to fit in the standard). 
Rationale: This material contains nothing that is a specification in the standard. It describes only a little about namespaces. At the Seoul WG 2 meeting, some major revisions were envisioned in order to deal with namespaces as they arise in data management and are emerging in XML. The current version does not meet that expectation and we should not further delay Part 5, waiting for more.

6. Revise Clause 4.3 to read:
A data identifier is assigned for any administered item that is registered. Concurrently, or thereafter, the administered item can be:

- (Optionally) classified according to ISO/IEC 11179-2


- Specified according to ISO/IEC 11179-3


- Defined according to ISO/IEC 11179-4


- Named according to ISO/IEC 11179-5, and


- Registered according to ISO/IEC 11179-6

Rationale: The current text says that to be assigned a data identifier the above shall be done. This is wrong.
