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Liaison Report for TC 37

Over the last several years, SC 32/WG 2 has drawn increasingly from the work of TC 37 and TC 37 has become increasingly interested in the work of WG 2. TC 37 speakers have been prominent in the last few Open Forums on Metadata Registries as co-sponsored and organized by WG 2.

Following the WG 2 sponsored Open Forum on Metadata Registries 2004, Christian Galinski and Gerhard Budin from ISO TC 37 met in two meetings with ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 32/WG 2 participants on May 20, 2004 in Xian China. 

In the discussion we made the following tentative agreements. The agreements, below, are subject to ratification in plenary sessions of each group. 

1. Ad hoc group

We agreed to propose the formation of an ad hoc group between WG2 and TC 37 to collaborate on semantic interoperability in relation to MDR and terminology issues. It is the intention to progress toward a formal Joint Working Group. It is expected that WG 2 will include this in it's resolutions.

2. Agreement to hold Open Forum 2005

We agreed to propose that WG 2 and ISO TC 37 organize the Eighth International Open Forum on Metadata Registries (Open Forum 2005) in conjunction with SC 32 meetings to be held in Berlin, Germany. The Open Forum dates are to be April 11 - 14, 2004. It is expected that this will be approved in a WG 2 resolution that also approves that a conference fee may be charged.

The proposed theme for Open Forum 2005 will be "Semantic Interoperability."

3. The following are mutual understandings of initial organizational issues.

B. Sponsorship:

ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 32/WG 2 and ISO TC 37 are to co-sponsor Open Forum 2005.

Other sponsors will be invited to co-sponsor the Open Forum. OMG is to be invited as a co-sponsor by Hajime Horiuchi. Other sponsors may be suggested by the Program Committee members. Note that sponsors are not necessarily expected to either contribute or receive any funds or other benefits (such as free or reduced price registration fee). 

"Sponsorship" implies an interest in organizing, endorsing, publicizing and participating in the Open Forum, not acceptance of any fiduciary, contracting, or funding responsibility.

C. Host

Christian Galinski will arrange for hosting Open Forum 2005. The host is to have the fiduciary responsibility for handling funds, making any contracts (for venue, audio/visual/computer equipment, meals, receptions), and any other funding and venue related actions. The host may solicit other organizations for financial or other resources to carry out any of the host responsibilities. Such organizations may be considered co-hosts at the discretion of the host.

D. Cost

The host may charge a registration fee. The amount of the fee will be established by the host in consultation with the Program Committee. The fee is intended to cover the costs of the Open Forum and to the extent possible to neither lose nor make money. This is not intended to be a fundraising event.

E. Program

Presentations will be by invitation only. That is, no call for papers will be issued. Proposals for desirable presentations and speakers may be submitted to any member of the Program Committee.

The Program Committee will organize the program within the constraints of the venue and other resources available. The organization of the sessions and the expected audience will impact the size and number of rooms needed. This needs to be negotiated between the Program Committee and the host. 

F. Website

Christian Galinski will put up a web site for the Open Forum. 

It is desirable to do this quickly so that an initial call for participation can be issued in order to give people a chance to put this on their calendars and to avoid scheduling conflicting meetings. It is expected that the initial web site will not have a full list of speakers.

An electronic copy of presentations given at the Open Forum will be placed on the web site after the Open Forum. This may also include formal papers offered by the presenters. Speakers are to be informed of this intention, so that they do not contribute material that cannot be made freely available on the web.

No paper proceedings will be printed.

G. Communications

Christian Galinski will check to see if he can set up an email exploder for the Program Committee. If so, he will set it up. Until then, we will circulate email by sending it to all members of the Program Committee.

H. Co-located meetings

Other meetings may held in conjunction with the Open Forum to take advantage of the assembled participants.
